B- Muhammad Ali was an American professional boxer and activist. He is widely
regarded as one of the most significant and celebrated sports figures of the 20th century.
From early in his career, Ali was known as an inspiring, controversial, and polarizing
figure both inside and outside the ring.

Clay was born and raised in Louisville, Kentucky, and began training as an amateur
boxer when he was 12 years old. At age 18, he won a gold medal in the light heavyweight
division at the 1960 Summer Olympics in Rome and turned professional later that year.
At age 22 in 1964, he won the WBA, WBC, and lineal heavyweight titles from Sonny
Liston in a major upset

Ali is regarded as one of the leading heavyweight boxers of the 20th century, and remains
the only three-time lineal heavyweight champion. His records of beating 21 boxers for
the world heavyweight title, as well as winning 14 unified title bouts, were unbeaten for
35 years. Ali is the only boxer to be named The Ring magazine Fighter of the Year six
times. He was also ranked as the greatest athlete of the 20th century by Sports Illustrated,
the Sports Personality of the Century by the BBC, and the third greatest athlete of the
20th century by ESPN SportsCentury.
