For thesis program students
The M.Sc. thesis preparation, at the Computer Science Department, is regulated by the following process:
1. Thesis supervisor
· Any  IT staff member, accredited by the Ministry of Higher Education (MoHE) can  supervise an M.Sc. student
· Any supervisor may have up to six current M.Sc. students he is supervising.
· The CS Department lists, at the beginning of each semester, the list of the potential supervisors with their current number of supervisees.
· Co-supervising is limited to external accredited researchers and is subject to the CS Department Approval
2. Thesis proposal accreditation
2.1 Process
· Any registered student in the thesis program must submit to the CS Department his proposal by completing the appropriated forms (Form 14 and Form 15 And form 3?), according to the following Proposal Process (PP):
1.  Submission of Form 14 (Supervisor and Topic Accreditation)

· The proposal topic should be in research interest of the supervisor: specialty or other active research in interest domain.
· The topic should be a research and not an application.

· The student submits this form to his expected supervisor at least one month after the academic semester beginning. 
· The supervisor forwards, after signature, the form to the CS Department

· The CS PG Committee studies the form and gives feedback to the expected supervisor, who informs the student the committee’s decision.

2. Submission of Form 15 (Proposal Accreditation)
· The proposal must be structured according to the accredited template (Form 0)
· The supervisor forwards, after signature, the form to the CS Department

· The CS Department prepares the proposal presentation according the Proposal Presentation directives (Form 2)
· The evaluation committee provides the Supervisor with an official feedback in Form 3
· The evaluation committee follows up his feedback complete enactment and signs Form 3.
· The supervisor submits, to CS Department, the accepted form 15 with the signed Form 3 by the evaluation committee.
3. After approval, the CS Department submits forms 14-15 to the Post Graduation and Scientific Research Deanship for an official accreditation.
2.2 General Guidelines
· Any proposal that doesn't conform to the above structure is automatically rejected.

· Any received project must be presented according to the proposal presenting directives (Form 2)

· The CS Department is the only body authorized scientifically to accept, request modifications or reject the submitted and presented proposal
· The CS Department will formally communicate to the supervisor the decision:

· Acceptance, without comments
· Modification, with comments

· Reject, with comments

· All required modifications must be realized before accepting a presented proposal. 
3. Seminars

Any registered student in the thesis program must give two seminars according to the directives given in Form 2.

· The first two seminars should be presented before 1st December (First Semester)/1st April (Second Semester)

· At least one week must separate the two seminars.

· The CS Department organizes the two seminars according to the seminars directives (Form 2)
· The CS Department will formally provide the supervisor with enhancing comments (if any) in Forms 4 & 5

4. Thesis Submission
· The submitted thesis must implement, under the supervisor responsibility, the comments given in the two seminars.
· The student submits his thesis to his supervisor.

· The supervisor completes the Supervisor Certification Form (Form 6) and submits the form along with the thesis to the CS department.
· The official submission of the thesis is received 
· By completing Form 19.
· By Providing a list of preferred examiners (Form 7)

· Before 7th December (First Semester)/7th April (Second Semester)
· The CS Department analyses the similarity report of the thesis, provided by the IT accredited instance and provides the supervisor with the appropriate feedback. The similarity should be below the accepted similarity rate (under 25%)
· The CS  Department is the only body authorized to select a thesis examination committee according to the MoHE directives

· One internal specialist member. The chair
· One external specialist member

· The supervisor, who is a committee member. 

· The CS Department pre-evaluates the thesis according to the following process:

· Each examination committee member should pre-evaluate the thesis according to the Thesis pre-evaluation form (Form 8) 
· The CS Department analyses these completed forms in a week. The thesis should be presented only if it receives the approval of two of the reviewers.
· The negative evaluations may be handled by changing the member refusing the thesis and postponing the thesis presentation until achieving an acceptable research.

· The thesis must be presented according to the directives (Form 2) and completing Form 22.
·  The final version of the thesis is receivable only if

· The examination committee comments were approved (Form 23)
· The thesis hard copy follows the Deanship of Scientific Research directions (see thesis writing norms Form ######)

· Six thesis hard copies and one soft copy are provided, and completing Form 25
· For graduating, Form 24 must be completed.
